* “Fundable Students” mainly include Oregon residents

« Calculations based on 3-year rolling averages

« FY19: Outcomes — Degrees and Certificates - 60% of model
« FY19: Activity — Student Credit Hours (SCH) - 40% of model

» Credit hours and degrees are cost-weighted based on student level
and field of study (Based on old data from 1990’s Delaware Cost
Study)

» Outcomes Weighting: Extra points awarded for certain areas of
study (STEM, Health, and Bilingual Education), and targeted student
populations (underrepresented minority, rural, low-income and
veteran)

« Transition period to outcomes based funding (stop loss / stop gain)
ends in FY2020
